Re: Director's Internet Communications Policy

Recommendation
THAT the Board adopt the following Internet Communications Policy:

Internet communications is an important tool to communicate with Directors of the Peace River
Regional District, the North Central Municipal Association, the Union of British Columbia
Municipalities and the Federation of Canadian Municipalities.

Each Director should have access to an internet service provider of their choice and service
speed that meets the director's needs.

The Regional District recognises the need for Director’'s internet access and shall provide the
following to its Directors:

1. pay a flat fee of $25 per month to all Directors toward the cost of high-speed internet service to
ensure the ability to receive Regional District communications and access to other local
government associations and agencies;

2. pay the full cost of internet service for the Regional District Chair to ensure ability to receive all
communications from the Regional District and other agencies pertaining to the position of
Chair.

3. purchase satellite internet equipment hardware to enable directors that do not have alternate
means of acquiring high-speed internet to hook up to high-speed internet;

Background

Based upon consensus discussion with the new Board in December, staff are proceeding to look
at how to better use today’'s communications technologies in leading toward a paperiess /
electronic environment.

The first step in process is to ensure that all Directors have access to high speed internet. Of 12
directors, two need equipment to access a satellite connection, otherwise all directors have the
capability to connect to a high speed provider.

Because of the variety of internet service providers, the variety of service packages and the large
geographic area the PRRD needs to cover, it is recommended that each Director purchase and
manage the internet service that meets their personnel needs and that the PRRD offer through an
expense claim reimbursement a set internet communication subsidy.

2009,

The Government of Canada is accepting proposals for funding under
the Invasive Alien Species Partnership Program (IASPP). Funding,
up to $50,000 per year, is available for projects that:

— reduce the introduction and spread of invasive alien species (IAS)
and address their pathways of invasion through prevention,
detection, and management (eradication, containment and
control) activities;

- enable the general public to become actively involved in project
that address the threat of IAS; and

- improve the general public’s understanding and awareness of IAS
and the individual actions and choices which contribute to their
introduction and spread.

It was noted that this funding may only be available for “new” projects,
a complete review of the application process should be undertaken if
an application is to be submitted.

It was suggested that this funding may provide an opportunity to form
an Invasive Management Area (IPMA) for the North and South Peace
areas. With the amount of oil and gas, coal, and pipeline activity
taking place, it would be beneficial for both areas if the North and
South areas operated under the single agency delivery model. With
poocled resources there are no jurisdictional boundaries. Common
strategies can be developed for use by all stakehoiders. It was
suggested that a business case be drafted for discussion at the
spring meeting. Stephanie Haight and Gaétane Carignan volunteered
to prepare the business case.

Mr. Kerry Clark attended the “invasive Plant Research in British
Columbia: Current Projects and Future Trends: forum on October 29
and 30, 2008 in Richmond, BC. Mr. Clark presented information at
the forum on the Pine Pass Invasive Plant Management Area and an
update on the status of bio-control insects on Scentless Chamomile in
the Peace.

The South Peace Stockmen's Association have expressed concern
that weeds such as Canada Thistle and Sow Thistle are not being
treated as they once were resulting in more infestations along
roadsides, community and tame pastures.

It was noted that more thistles have been sprayed in the last five
years.

Release of biocontrol agents on bull thistle have established and
are spreading rapidly. A release of a stem gall fly biocontrol agent
on Canada thistle made in the spring may have established and
will be sampled next spring.

Points of interest or discussion:
Hawkweed containment, seems to have gone okay but it is going
to be a challenge.

Dalmatian toadflax, NEIPC Plan and Profile indicates that all sites
will be managed — there is an issue with the large site found this
year at the Fort St John “look out.” A suggestion is to release bio
control agents in the center of this large infestation as the terrain
is very difficult while strategies to eliminate the site are
investigated. Biocontrol is very successful in other parts of the
province.

Caraway - the NEIPC Plan and Profile needs to be updated
before the next field season for this species. It was noted that
the Ministry of Forests and Range will prepare a risk assessment
and strategy for this species. It was felt that a containment line
should be developed, i.e. from Wonowon up to Steamboat
Mountain, as the area has already doubled in size.

Free Zone The sub-committee, Manuel Mariotto, Kerry Clark, Andrea
Eastham, and Stephanie Haight, met during lunch to discuss the
issue of pursuing other avenues/options to utilize aminopyralid
along with currently specified glyphosates, i.e. Milestone within
pesticide free zones. It was noted that the Ministry of
Environment has advised that no regulatory amendments will be
undertaken due to the May Provincial election. Mr. Mariotto will
contact the Ministry of Environment to ascertain why the Province
is requesting that a special use permit be obtained, each one
costs $1,000, plus extensive public consultation.

15) R-3 Members were advised that with the retirement of Mrs. Copes, the
re: update on the New Invader Program has been split into two sections:.

New Invaders 1. Biological control - Kerry Clark, Ministry of Agriculture and Lands
Program 2. New Invaders - Dennis Meier, Invasive Plant Contractor

New Invader sites contain Spotted Knapweed, 1 diffuse Knapweed
Site; 3 Dalmatian Toad Flax sites, 2 Marsh Plume Thistle site; 1 Leafy
Spurge site; Orange and Yellow Hawkweed; and Wild Caraway.

The area covered under the New Invaders Program included Tumbler
Ridge (Highway 29, bridge [Flatbed]), Pouce Coupe (CNR trestle);
Stewart Lake gravel pit; Hudson's Hope gravel pit; BC Hydro (WAC
Bennett Dam and Dinosaur Lake); Hydro line (Highway 20 South),
Ardills Ranch; and Jackfish Lake Road (CN Rail [Bond siding]).

Invasive Plants at these locations are being monitored, education of
site workers was undertaken (BC Hydro), contract Hudson’s Hope
crews to clean up old dump site and the Leafy Spurge on site.
Hawkweeds presently fall under Ministry of Forests care, however the
hawkweeds are spreading to private land.

Community Weed Pull - Mr. Meier noted that it is difficult to find an
individual to spear head this program, consisting of approximately 20
hours per week. It was noted that some agriculture groups, i.e. the
Forage Seed Association hires a summer student, perhaps this
individual may be interested in running the program. Another
suggestion was a specific group, i.e. seniors, students “adopting” a
trail or specified area.

16) R-4 Mr. Kerry Clark, Ministry of Agriculture and Lands, provided an update
re: bio-control on bio-control sites. The program was initiated 10 to 12 years ago in
sites the Cecil Lake area. Sites are monitored annually, well established

and effective tool.

17) R-6 Members reviewed the recommendations received from the Pine
re: recommendations Pass Invasive Plant Management Area Steering Committee meeting
from the PP IPMA held on November 5, 2008.
