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GRANT-IN-AID GENERAL INFORMATION  

Each Year the PRRD annually distributes approximately $254,000 to rural recreation, social and 
cultural organizations throughout the region. Organizations use this money for capital 
improvement projects, recreation and cultural program funding, insurance and special events 
to name a few. All organizations who receive this funding are non-profit societies who largely 
depend on the dedication of volunteers to operate and manage their organizations.  

 
ELIGIBILITY 
 1. Applicant organizations must be non-profit registered Societies which provide recreation, arts, 

sports, and/or social activities for the community at large. 
 2. Applications from rural organizations must be made by the Recreation Commission or 

Community Association/Club in that rural community. 
¶ All organizations making application to Grant-in-Aid under the umbrella of another 

organization (i.e., Recreation Commission or Community Association) must 
coordinate with the “Umbrella Group” to be included in the Umbrella Group’s final 
application.  Umbrella Groups must submit the full application on behalf of 
themselves and the Sub-group to the Regional District. 

 3. Applicants must be in attendance at adjudication meetings to be eligible for grants. 
¶ Meetings are generally held in April of each year and all organizations that have made 

an application to the Regional District will be made aware of the meeting date, time 
and location. 

 
TYPES OF PROJECTS & SERVICES CONSIDERED IN THE RURAL COMMUNITIES 

Applicants in the Chetwynd/Area E and the South Peace Subregional areas may apply for annual grants 
for operational costs (i.e., insurance, utilities, maintenance, and program costs).  Applicants in Areas B 
and C may apply for grants for capital improvements or capital development only. 
1. Capital Development    
 Capital development includes the upgrade or improvement of an existing facility or new facility.   

  Some examples may include the construction of an outdoor ice rink or playground, a renovation 
  of an existing kitchen in a community hall or the construction of corrals or barns at a gymkhana 
  or fair ground.   Major equipment purchases will also be considered. 
 
 2. Operations Assistance 
  Operations assistance includes funding for insurance costs, heating costs, general program 

costs, or other costs which support the ongoing operations of the organization and their ability 
to provide services to the communities they serve.   

 
 
GRANT-IN-AID PROCESS 
 1. Organizations must submit to the Peace River Regional District their Application, Annual Report 

and all attachments on or before the last working day in February of each year.  
 2. Staff and Directors will review all applications .  Directors for the Chetwynd/Area E and South 

Peace Sub-Regional areas will make recommendations on the minimum amounts groups in 
these areas should receive. 

 3. General meetings are held in each of the Grant-in-Aid areas where applicants, Directors and 
staff will review and come to a final recommendation together on the allocations each group 
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should receive.  Applicants MUST attend the meeting in their area to receive Grant-in-Aid funds.  
Electoral Area Directors have absolute discretion in the final decision. 

 4. Following the general meetings, the recommendations made by each area will be forward to the 
Rural Budget’s Administration Committee for final approval.  Upon final approval organizations 
will receive a letter of confirmation stating their grant allocation. 

 
 
RELEASE OF FUNDS 
 1. After Regional District approvals, a schedule of payments may be arranged as follows: 
  a) The organization pays the supplier directly, then requests reimbursement from the 

Regional District by submitting a copy of the invoice with a claim form.  Claim forms can 
be found on our website at www.prrd.bc.ca.  

  
  b) In exceptional circumstances, an organization may request in advance the total or 

partial payment of the approved grant from the Regional District.  Applicants should 
contact our office directly for more information on this option. 

 
2. If the funds are requested for release prior to August 1st in any year, Regional District interim 

financing costs will be charged.  Organizations must make this request in writing to the address 
or email noted below.
