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Notes to the 2009 Financial Plan

Goal: Since the Province has frozen  assessments, goal was to hold the rate  to last year or 
close to it so there would be little or no increase to the taxpayer.  If the amount of the 
requisition is higher, the intent is that the rate remains the same and new assessment pays 
for the increase. There are some instances when have not been able to hold the same rate - 
usually  due to the prior year surplus in 2008 being less than the prior year surplus for 2007 
amount which results in increased rate to raise the same requisition.
Each budget working paper page includes: 

* information pertaining to the account number, name, service, portfolio, staff, etc.
* the 2008 Budget and actual with the variance
* the 2009 Budget figure      * the prior year surplus        * various notes
* the requisition (from the corresponding Exhibit on the opposite page)

The requisitions in many functions vary directly related to the change of surplus from the prior
year. When the surplus is down from the previous year the requisition raises accordingly.
Need to review this to see if there is a way to stabilize this to reduce fluctuations

In many instances, if an actual amount was not known, the amount was derived from
comparing the Last Year (LY) actual and budget

Wages and benefits amounts are per current payroll rates and information. Changes include:
Senior Planner budget is for 6 months only (position is currently vacant)
6 months budgeted for a GIS - IT Student 
New Position of Solid Waste Manager (budgeted for 9 months)
New Position of Legislative Analyst (budgeted for 9 months) 

Some of the requisition worksheets include a "Prior Year Adjustment"

Admin Functions (1110, 1200, 1210 & 1250) are considered as one requisition amount
Admininstration Fees collected are applied to 1200 even though portion is to cover 1110

Administration Fees are same as previous years + new + correction (still needs reviewing)

Grants-in-lieu are usually an unknown number and are applied to the applicable functions
 - for this year used approx. 1/2 of last year actuals in most cases
